The vacancy rate for market senior rentals was 3.4%, assisted living units had a vacancy rate of 6.3%, and skilled bed units had a vacancy rate of 5.2%.  Shallow and deep subsidized senior rental housing units had a vacancy rate of 3.2%.

There are a total of 11,502 housing units, of which 10,521 are occupied and 981 are vacant.  Overall, there are 6,746 (64.1%) owner-occupied units, of which .6% are vacant and there are 3,775 renter-occupied units (35.9%), of which .5% are vacant.  
A cost-burden household is defined as spending 30% or more of their gross income on housing costs.  In the City of Winona, 28% of homeowners and 47% of renters are considered cost-burden.
The median housing costs for homeowners with a mortgage is $1,135 per month and $648 for renters.
The rents charged in Winona range from less than $500 to $1,999 per month.  The breakdown is:
· 67 pay zero rent
· 1,018 renters pay $499 or less
· 2,194 renters pay $500 to $999
· 438 renters pay $1,000 to $1,499
· 58 renters pay $1,500 to 1,999

Renters earning $20,000 or less account for 35% of all renters, whereas only 26.9% of the rental stock is affordable to this income.  Additionally, 30% of renters in this income bracket spend 30% or more on housing.


Renters earning $20,000 - $34,999 account for 25.1% of all renters, whereas 85% of the rental stock is affordable to those earning $39,960 or less annually.
